invite to join the Color Tour, and enjoyed a glorious midwestern weekend in Wisconsin.

The tour began with a group brunch at the Log Cabin restaurant and bakery in Baraboo, Wisconsin,
just south of the Wisconsin Dells. The weekend weather was warm and sunny, and perfect for a top
down, leisurely drive through the Wisconsin countryside. (assuming you are driving a convertible !)

Wisconsin Hwy 33, running from Baraboo to LaCrosse was the primary route for the color tour. Hwy 33
winds through Amish farm country, and offers numerous sightseeing opportunities along the way.
